WSP Safety Tips and Protocol
Daily Check-In: 

Mentors should institute a safety procedure at each site to ensure that members check in with the office when they are not scheduled to return to the site at night (i.e. spike), or when they are scheduled to return after normal office hours. Feel free to discuss this with your members and work out a system that fits with your workplace practices. One idea perhaps would involve nightly phone calls or other means of verifying their safe return from the field.

First Aid/CPR: 

All members will be Wilderness First Aid/CPR trained and certified upon arriving at their placement site.

As stated in the WSP/Site Agreement (Article II, #2, D):  

“Ensure that at least one First Aid/CPR certified person accompanies Members in the field at all times (i.e. another WSP member);”
Swiftwater Safety: 

All members will be Swiftwater Safety trained and certified upon arriving at their placement site.
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
